responsible pet owners, we have an application process required for all adoptions. 
 

ADOPTION POLICIES AND GUIDELINES 
 

1. Complete an adoption application and submit it to us by email (info@adkinspetcenter.com), fax 
to 704-268-3067, or drop by our facility during business hours. 

 

2. Applicants will be notified by phone or email whether or not they have been approved for 
adoption.  Approval considerations include: 

 Interviews with an Adkins Pet Center Representative 

 Veterinarian and personal recommendations based on past pet care 
 Pet/Adopter compatibility 

 Home visits and/or pet interactions may be required before approval  

 
3. Upon approval, we will set up a time with you to visit Adkins Pet Center to meet your potential 

new pet.  We will also hold any necessary interactions with other pets or children to further 

ensure that it is a good fit.  Upon agreement, you will then sign an adoption contract and fill out 
all necessary paperwork. 

 
4. Adoption fees are as follows: 

 
 $200 for puppies under 1 year old 

 $160 for dogs ages 1-5  
 $100 for dogs over 5 

 $100 for kittens under 1 year old 
 $75 for cats ages 1-5 

 $50 for cats over 5 
 

*Adoption fees include spay/neuter and vaccinations for dogs and cats,  
and micro-chipping for dogs only* 

 

       5.  After you have signed your contract, a 10 day trial period is arranged. 
 If, at any time, you’re unable to keep the pet, they must be returned to Adkins Pet 

Center   
 If you return the pet within the 10 day trial period, the adoption fee is refunded 
 After the 10 day trial period, the adoption fee is no longer refundable

Once your application has been approved, you will be contacted for introduction.  If you choose a pet and an adoption 
contract is signed, you will then have a 10 day trial period.  If problems arise and the pet is returned to us within 10 days, 
we will refund your adoption fee.  If the pet is returned after the 10 day trial, the adoption fee is non-refundable.   We ask 

for a minimum $200 donation for dogs under 1 year, $160 for dogs 1-5 years, $100 for dogs over 5 years, $100 
for kittens under 1 year, $75 for cats ages 1-5, and $50 for cats over 5.
